WILDLIFE TRAP INSTRUCTIONS

All land traps should be slaked wilh the lactory chain. A
lap link may be added lo facililate slaking. Do not add extra
chain, excopl for use wilh a drag or grapple.

Traps should be sel in such a manner thal large slicks,
limbs and brush will not interlera wilth the animal's move-
manls in lrap.

Traps may be dyed and waxed, bul the Victor® Soll
Calch® should be waxed wilh the jaws closed lo allow the
solt pads to work properly. Flex pad wilh thumb to remove
wax as some lypes ol wax may act as a lubricant.

Pan bolts must be lighlened so the pan will hold its own
weighl and not fall withoul being depressed (or 1 Ib. wl.).
End of dog should be squared olf with flat file lo remove
burrs and only tip ol dog should engage trigger. For best
rosulls, pan must be level or slightly above the level of the
Jaws in the sel posilion.
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Stake chain outside of trap on loose jaw side 1o right ar lelt
of cross lo lacililale bedding spring-in-chain.

When selling trap do nol lorce dog over &dge of pad lo
push jaw down as Ihis lends to roll pad edge under the
dog. Depress springs, push jaws down, flip dog over jaw
50 il pushes down llat on pad. Otherwise lrap may lire
promaturely,

8. A cone shaped lrap bed will lacililate trap bedding.

Note

In mosl cases, sprung traps are a result of improper pan
adjusiment or improper bedding. Also, il pan isn'l ad-
justed an animal can be caught ofl lhe pads on lthe jaw
stops and possibly injured.

Pad Replacement

TO REPLACE PADS (A), unscrew three screws and re-
move proleclive cover (B), depress springs with leet and
open jaws, remove old pads (D) and replace wilh new
ones, place one hand around a jaw wilh the palm side
of your hand against the face of the pad and squeeze
hard as you re-allach lhe cover with the three screws.
Then, repeat with the other jaw. This keeps the pad held
securely under the cover so when the trap is in the
sprung posilion the pads should jus! touch or have a very
slight space between them. Do not lorce the cover
scraws down oo tight, just light enough to secure the
cover over the pad so when you push down on the edge
of the pad away lrom the edge of the cover, il will be
secure and nol pull out. Do not over tighten.
